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History:

This wine owes its name to the Antonin’s hospitaller monks who occupied
this old abbey for five centuries. Since 2016, Antoine de Roquefeuil is in
charge of the estate’s wine production, following his father, Geoffroy de
Roquefeuil.

Comment: Dressed in a deep ruby color, the wine develops a beautiful
complexity on the nose revealing aromas of black cherry and blackcurrant
with a toasted background with accents of blond tobacco. Supple on the
attack, full of charm, the mouth is carried by fine tannins which bring a nice
harmony.
